NOTE 2: In addition £3 million will be spent nationally over the two years of the Fund (Year 2 funding provisional) on proposals to tackle illegal working practices. 
These will protect existing workers through enforcing the minimum wage, increasing awareness of Health and Safety regulations, and tackling rogue employment agencies through funding for the Health and Safety Executive, the Gangmasters Licensing Authority, HM Revenue and Customs (National Minimum Wage enforcement) and the Employment Agency Standards Inspectorate to tackle local issues associated with migration. This will ensure employers meet their obligations to all workers.
