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An accommodation self assessment toolkit for the Socially Excluded Adults Public Service Agreement
Introduction

Purpose 
This self assessment toolkit is designed to assist local housing authorities to deliver improved accommodation outcomes for the four client groups in PSA 16, in partnership with probation, children’s services, adult social care, primary care trusts and other local partners including voluntary sector and registered social landlords. It forms part of an authority’s role in mainstream homelessness prevention, involving early intervention, support, advice and information. Although covered in much less detail, the toolkit also gives an opportunity to assess the associated commitment to deliver improved employment outcomes for the four groups.
It is recommended that the checklist is completed with key statutory and voluntary sector delivery partners working with offenders, care leavers and people with mental health problems and learning difficulties. Both front line operational staff and those working in strategic or commissioning posts should be involved in the process and input from Government Offices and elected members can also be very useful.
This toolkit is based on the Homelessness Prevention Strategy Health Check published by Communities and Local Government in 2006 to assist local authorities to develop and improve services for people who are homeless or at risk of homelessness. It is intended to be a resource for authorities and partner agencies working to commission and deliver services for socially excluded adults, whether or not the PSA indicators have been included in their local area agreement. It should be used as a high level checklist to signpost further investigation.
The Audit Commission will look at performance against all the national indicators as part of their comprehensive area assessment and authorities are therefore urged to examine how people with complex needs are able to access settled accommodation as part of mainstream homelessness prevention. Improvements in accommodation outcomes for the four PSA 16 client groups will improve delivery by housing authorities and their partners for all groups at risk of or experiencing homelessness.
Completing the self assessment toolkit will enable agencies to improve access to settled and/or suitable accommodation (as appropriate) for PSA client groups at risk of social exclusion by identifying gaps and blockages in locally commissioned accommodation pathways, as well as highlighting and learning from areas of good practice.

Public Service Agreements

A Public Service Agreement (PSA) reflects the Government’s high-level priorities. They set out the specific improvements that the Government wants to achieve and the performance indicators which will be used to measure performance. Each PSA is underpinned by a delivery agreement which outlines how improvements will be achieved and who will be accountable for delivery.

In October 2007, as part of the comprehensive spending review, the Government announced a new single set of 196
 indicators for English local authorities and local authority partnerships. These indicators, which flow from the priorities identified in Public Service Agreements (PSAs) and Departmental Strategic Objectives (DSOs) include eight indicators which underpin the socially excluded adults PSA (PSA 16).

The Socially Excluded Adults Public Service Agreement (PSA 16) is one of only 30 agreed across the whole of Government, and is the first agreement that has focused specifically on the needs of adults most at risk of social exclusion. It recognises that some people suffer from a combination of problems and circumstances, such as poor mental and physical health, limited skills, unsettled housing or an offending history, which makes it very difficult for them to participate in society. For this group social exclusion is about more than just poverty; it is about lacking the personal capacity, self-confidence and aspiration to make the most of opportunities, choices and options in everyday life. It is also about lacking the core foundations, such as a settled home and a job, which the majority of people take for granted.

PSA 16 aims to ensure that excluded adults have the resources and foundations to live a more stable and successful life, by increasing the proportion of four at-risk client groups in settled accommodation and in employment, education or training, measured through the PSA indicators. These client groups are:

· offenders under probation supervision

· care leavers aged 19
· adults with moderate to severe learning difficulties and
· adults in contact with secondary mental health services

PSA 16 will be delivered in partnership, with responsibility for the achievement of outcomes spread across a range of different departments and delivery agencies. Within central government, Cabinet Office leads this PSA with other government departments including Communities and Local Government, Department for Work and Pensions, Department of Health, Department for Children, Schools and Families and Ministry of Justice.

Local authorities have a pivotal role to play in the delivery of PSA 16 outcomes at the local level - through direct housing management responsibilities (where they are landlords), providing advice and assistance directly to those seeking accommodation, and fulfilling an important strategic housing role across the social and private sectors. In their capacity as a strategic housing lead, local authorities exert an important influence on accommodation outcomes for excluded groups through managing policies on the allocation of social housing, facilitating new housing supply, ensuring that accommodation meets required standards and working directly with the most excluded adults through adult social services, third sector providers and other lead professionals working with the at-risk groups.

The eight PSA 16 national indicators (NI) are:

NI 143 - the percentage of offenders under probation supervision living in settled and suitable accommodation at the end of their order or license

NI 144 - the percentage of offenders under probation supervision in employment at the end of their order or license

NI 145 - the percentage of adults with learning disabilities in settled accommodation
NI 146 - the percentage of adults with learning disabilities in employment

NI 147 - the percentage of former care leavers at age 19 who are in suitable accommodation

NI 148 - the percentage of former care leavers at age 19 who are in employment, education or training

NI 149 - the percentage of adults receiving secondary mental health services in settled accommodation
NI 150 - the percentage of adults receiving secondary mental health services in employment.
The following two indicators will also enable authorities to measure outcomes for vulnerable adults:

NI 141 - the number of vulnerable people achieving independent living
NI 142 - the number of vulnerable people who are supported to maintain independent living.

Homelessness prevention
The Homelessness Act 2002 has changed radically the way that local housing authorities approach homelessness and homelessness prevention across all client groups. Effective local homelessness strategies, updated by July 2008, have contributed significantly to achievements in meeting challenging targets to reduce rough sleeping and in ending the long-term use of bed and breakfast hotels for families with children and 16/17 year olds. 

The development of the housing options approach, increased access to the private rented sector and introduction of choice based lettings (CBL) have had a significant and positive effect on homelessness prevention and have the potential to offer housing solutions for the four PSA client groups, through jointly commissioned and supported accommodation pathways.

Since 1 April 2008, local authorities and PCTs have been under a statutory duty
 to produce a joint strategic needs assessment (JSNA). The process of JSNA will establish the current and future health and wellbeing needs of a population, leading to improved outcomes and reductions in health inequalities.  This is a partnership duty which involves consultations with a range of statutory and non-statutory partners, informing future commissioning and the development of appropriate, sustainable and effective services.
Effective delivery of the PSA 16 settled accommodation indicators for the four client groups will need to build on the joined up and strategic approach developed in local authority areas since the 2002 Act, in order to support adults with complex and multiple needs, including:

· more effective information sharing across local delivery partners

· strategic joint commissioning built on a detailed understanding of need

· lead professionals to help excluded adults navigate key services

PPThis document is not statutory guidance and is not linked to any funding decisions by the Department for Communities and Local Government. Local authorities are reminded that when discharging their homelessness functions they must have regard to the Homelessness Code of Guidance for Local Authorities, issued under section 182 of the Housing Act 1996.  A revised Code of Guidance was issued in July 2006, and formally replaced the previous Code on 4 September 2006.
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1.  Local authority corporate and member commitment

Purpose

5.  Offenders 

The settled accommodation indicator for offenders is the proportion of offenders under probation supervision living in settled and suitable accommodation at the end of their order or licence.

The PSA 16 Delivery Agreement defines the offender client groups as offenders aged 18 or over who had a probation assessment completed at either the termination of their community order or the end of their licence.

Settled accommodation is defined as permanent independent housing, bail/probation hostel and supported housing. Suitable accommodation refers to the suitability in terms of quality of residence, appropriateness of living arrangements, overcrowding and relationships with the rest of the household as well as the suitability of the location of the accommodation.

Information is gathered locally by the National Probation Service (NPS) and the Prison Service through the Offender Assessment System (OASys) which covers a range of areas including an offender’s likelihood of reconviction, criminogenic factors associated with offending and the risk of serious harm he or she presents. While OASys is in general use, it is currently not required with all offenders and is often reserved for higher-risk offenders or offenders with certain offence types or sentence lengths.

Mental health care may be primary or secondary. Primary mental health care services include treatment at your GP surgery, local hospital, or walk-in centre. Drug treatment, counselling services, and advice and information may be provided from a primary service.

People with more severe mental health problems may be referred to specialist mental health services. This is called secondary care, and involves community-based treatment, usually provided by mental health trusts. Depending on the type of service, treatment can be accessed through a day hospital, inpatient clinic, home visits, 24-hour help lines, crisis centres, voluntary drop-in centres, and day-care centres.

Annex 1

Accommodation options

Adults who experience acute social exclusion through a combination of problems and circumstance are likely to benefit from access to accommodation pathways which offer a robust needs assessment, risk assessment and support package, linked where appropriate to training and employment opportunities. Access to move on accommodation, either in the private rented sector or social housing, is crucial, both to prevent silt up of transitional accommodation and to encourage independence and stability.

Accommodation pathways for groups such as former rough sleepers are well established in many parts of the country. They generally involve routes into direct access hostels followed either by a move to supported and sometimes shared housing, in both the private and social sectors. These models can be developed for PSA 16 clients, and indeed many hostel residents have used secondary mental health services or been in care or through the criminal justice system in the past. Any accommodation pathways for PSA 16 clients must be designed to ensure that there is NO perverse incentive to sleep rough in order to access them.

Many adults who are included in PSA 16 may need a longer period of supported accommodation than other client groups, because of the complexity of their health and support needs. It may be necessary to develop new models of supported accommodation in order to meet their needs without affecting the move on opportunities for other groups such as former rough sleepers.

Existing supported accommodation models are listed below. All have the potential to be commissioned jointly between housing, adult social services, probation, health or children’s services, and the third sector,  for use by other client groups including PSA 16 clients, with appropriate referral processes, training, host/landlord support and risk assessment.

Crash pad

Short term, emergency accommodation made available either within hostels or supported accommodation or in the homes of hosts, available for up to seven days.  This is generally commissioned for young people, but the model could equally be used as crisis accommodation for other client groups. 
Nightstop

This is an offer to young people of a bed in a room of their own, for up to seven days which could be commissioned for PSA 16 clients. Further information at info@nightstop-uk.org
Homestart

Accommodation offered at reduced rent to a young person by an older person in return for low level support such as help with gardening, shopping etc.

Foyers

Accommodation and support, generally for 18-25 year olds, with the aim of helping them make the transition to social and economic independence.  Foyer bedspaces could be ringfenced either as emergency/crisis accommodation or for to PSA 16 clients as part of an accommodation pathway. Further information at www.foyer.net
Supported accommodation

This can be in either self contained or shared accommodation, with either on-site or floating support. PSA 16 clients could either be prioritised for accommodation within existing schemes or be referred to new, jointly commissioned schemes.

Private sector leasing (PSL)

The Department is piloting the development of a PSL scheme in London with three RSLs, for former rough sleepers leaving hostels but still needing support before moving into an independent tenancy. Properties will leased and offered on two-year fixed term Assured Shorthold Tenancies as part of an accommodation pathway overseen by the Clearing House. Rents are set at local housing allowance plus £20-£30 per week, subject to agreement from local authority housing benefit services.

The scheme is similar to PSL schemes developed by local authorities to offer temporary accommodation for homeless households, but tenants of this scheme will not be accommodated under any homelessness duty. Because this exposes the RSLs to a greater degree of risk, the Department has agreed to underwrite a percentage of that risk in some cases, up to an agreed level with the RSLs.
Tenants will have a comprehensive needs and risk assessment before being referred to the accommodation, and a support package will be agreed before the tenancy is granted. The health, support and employment and training needs of tenants will be identified as part of the assessment and the support workers will assist clients with move on into either the social or private sector at the end of the AST.
This scheme has the potential to offer accommodation to PSA 16 clients as part of an accommodation pathway as many PSA 16 clients have previous experience of rough sleeping. The key elements are:
· a robust assessment process
· swift referrals to minimise void periods
· effective support to minimise tenancy breakdown and neighbour dispute

· robust risk assessment processes

· access to rent deposits/bonds to assist with move on

Commissioners will need to identify partners prepared to underwrite risks to an agreed level and rent levels must be agreed with LA housing benefit departments if they are above LHA.
